Fees & Tickets

v Grad Fee of $60 is to be paid via SchoolCash Online or at the Office by June 5. This fee pays for the
graduation ceremony including gowns, diplomas, programs, decorations, etc.

v' Prom Tickets cost $50 each (before March 27, $60 thereafter)— purchase on SchoolCash Online or from
Ms. Francis in A220 before June 1.

v Grad Dinner Tickets cost $15. Purchase on SchoolCash Online from April 1-15 or purchase in person
April 9-15 in the cafeteria HUB. Choose meal when ticket is purchased: meat lasagna, (Halal)
vegetarian lasagna, chicken and rice (gluten-free meal), or vegan garden salad.

Students must see Ms. Doucet April 9-15 (noon) to choose a table of 4 and to get their physical ticket.
Listen to announcements for more information. ***IMPORTANT: Ticket sales are final after April 15
on SchoolCash Online or from the ticket table at the end of lunch. No exceptions as we have to
place the food order on that date.

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Grad Gowns: Reminder to provide your height to your Advisory teacher by March 31.
Gowns cannot be exchanged once ordered

Grads will receive a gown (iron!), stole, and mortar board (to keep) from advisory starting on
June 1

An unlimited number of guests may be invited to come see grads receive their diploma
Parking is limited at the school, so please carpool as much as possible

The Diploma Ceremony takes place in a transformed cafetorium as a more personal, inclusive,
and meaningful celebration

Grads come in their gowns ready to cross the stage

Grads & Guests will line-up in front of the school and come in the main doors (the whole Grad
party MUST be present and together before entering the school — see schedule below)

Grads & Guests will proceed through a set path where Guests will be directed to a photo area in
front of the stage while the Grad will proceed to the stage area (in general, once the party has
entered the school the process takes 20 minutes or less)

Grads & Guests will mostly be standing through the whole process but there is sitting room for
accessibility

There will be lots of staff in place outside and inside to provide direction and clarification
Once the diploma has been presented, Grads & Guests will proceed out the back exit of the
school where there will be photo ops (stay as long as you like!)

If there is inclement weather, the line-up will be inside, and the photo op will be in the gym area
